But did you know
that recycling helps save energy, too? The things we recycle, like drink cans, newspapers, glass,
and cardboard can be used to make new products.

Companies that make new products from recycled materials use 30 percent less energy. That’s
because they don’t have to process the raw materials from scratch. For example, a company
called Cedar River Paper makes cardboard boxes by recycling paper products.
